Course Description

CATHOLIC STUDIES:
The aim of Catholic Studies is for students to understand, value, and engage in
their faith so that they may hear an invitation and deepen their commitment,
to live as followers of Jesus Christ. Throughout all grades, students investigate,
apply, and reflect on various aspects of these actions which call upon the
church to: proclaim Jesus

Christ, worship Christ through the
sacraments, form a communion of
people, give witness, and serve.
Students will focus in part on the
importance of community in
supporting and deepening faith.

ETUDES CATHOLIQUES:

Students will develop a deeper awareness
of their own relationship with God. The
course explores the virtues which underlie
all relationships with other people and
with Jesus Christ. The objectives are
achieved through a study of the Beatitudes
and the Ten Commandments. The
language of instruction is French.

ENGLISH LANGUAGE ARTS A/B:

Students will learn about the cues and conventions of the English language as
they listen, speak, read, write, view, and represent and study texts (including
short stories, essays, poetry, novels, and full-length non-fiction) associated with
units of study.

FRANCAIS A/B:

Through these courses, students develop
their ability to use the French language as
an instrument of personal and social com-
munication. Students will develop and will
be assessed on their listening, reading, writ-
ing and oral communication skills through
the study of French literature, grammar and
culture and the use of different media.
*Prerequisite: Grade 8 French Immersion




PHYSICAL EDUCATION:

Health/Physical Education is a course
designed to focus on the development
of a lifetime commitment to physical
activity and positive lifestyle choices.
Students will participate in a variety of
different activity components and will
be introduced to concept-based skill
development. Major areas of study in
the activity portion of the course will include developmental games and
sports, educational gymnastics, fitness, outdoor pursuits, and dance.
Students will also receive instruction in the development of positive attitudes
towards physical activity, physical fitness, social behavior, and personal and
group safety. Major areas of study in the health portion of the course will
include: decision making, tobacco and substance abuse, gambling addictions,
and the components of fitness.

MATHEMATIQUES A: MATHEMATICS A:

This course presents the content of This course covers the following
Mathematics A using French as the topics: exponents, rational num-
language of instruction. bers, linear relations, polynomials,

linearequations and inequalities.
MATHEMATICS B:
This course covers the following topics:
square roots, surface area, similarity,
transformations, circles, probability
and statistics. This course includes a
30- hour Career Education component
that is not part of the Mathematics B
final mark.

BRIDGE MATHEMATICS:

The goal of Bridge Math is to pro-
vide students who struggle with
mathematics

the opportunity to learn outcomes
from the previous grades and to
work towards grade 9 outcomes.

SCIENCE:

This course covers four main learning
areas: Life Science: Reproduction and
Human Development; Physical
Science: Atoms and Elements; Physical
Science: Characteristics of Electricity;
and Earth and Space Science: Exploring
our Universe. Science includes
computing, lab work and projects.




SOCIAL STUDIES:

The goal of Social Studies education is to help students develop the values and
attitudes, knowledge and understanding, and skills and processes necessary to
become active and responsible citizens, engaged in the practice of democratic
ideals and aware of their capacity to effect change. This will be accomplished by
studying four main ideas: the interactions and interdependence of nations,
dynamic relationships within history, dealing with power and authority, and how
resources and wealth influences global relations.

SCIENCES HUMAINES:

The content of this course parallels
that of Social Studies. The language of
instruction is French.

GENERAL PRACTICAL ARTS:
This course consists of three components:
Home Economics, Industrial Arts& Graphic Arts

The Home Economics component is comprised of two areas:

e an introduction to the foods labs focusing on kitchen basics, baking basics,
food safety and nutrition.

e an introduction to the sewing lab focusing on sewing machine basics,
clothing maintenance and repair, and the creation of a simple project.

The Industrial Arts component is comprised of:

* an introduction to woodworking tools, techniques and safety. An
introduction to MIG welding will also be covered. Students will be required
to complete a woodworking project.

The Health component is comprised of:

e supporting youth in developing a solid foundation for attaining and
maintaining a balanced life. The goals of the health education program are:
to develop the understanding, skills, and confidences necessary to act to
improve health; to make informed decisions based on health-related
knowledge; and to apply decisions that will improve personal health and/or
the health of others.



Arts Education
This course consists of four components:
Music, Drama, Visual Arts & Graphic Arts

The Music component:

explores composition, performance,
movements and rhythm through the use
of computer-assisted technology and an
introduction to the guitar.

The Drama component:

is an exploration of the creative process. Students are given an introduc-
tion to pantomime, improvisation, characterization, timing, staging and
theatre games.

The Visual Arts component:
introduces drawing, painting, and sculptural medias. Students will learn
various techniques, terminology and art concepts.

The Graphic Arts component is comprised of:

Exploring the basic process of photography, graphic arts and 3D design.
Students will learn skills in photo imaging, digital manipulation, 3D design
and printing

ADVANCED/ADVANCED PLACEMENT

St. Joseph High School offers a challenging and exciting program of
enrichment for academically talented and motivated students.
Advanced courses are available for students who like to challenge
themselves academically and be with peers that are likewise motivated.
Advanced programming at St. Joseph begins at the Grade 10 level in
English Language Arts and Mathematics.

At the 30 level, Advanced Placement courses provide rich content and
university-like structures and expectations for the students. AP students
are eligible to write challenge exams in May of their Grade 12 year.
Success in these exams provides candidates with Canadian University
Credits.

To prepare for AP exams, St. Joseph High School will offer Advanced
Placement opportunities in English, Mathematics, Frangais, and Art at
the Secondary Level depending upon demand by students.

Note: Extra fees apply to challenge these exams.

This may have some implica-
tions for post secondary studies.

ENGLISH AS AN ADDITIONAL LANGUAGE

Students whose first language is not English are provided
with a variety of opportunities to develop their English
language skills. Students can benefit from EAL instruction
whether they are just beginning to use English or nearing
fluency. The EAL program is individualized with a balanced
emphasis on speaking, reading, writing and listening.
Students will be assessed for language proficiency and academic level in order
to determine which EAL program is most appropriate.

LEARNING ASSISTANCE

This program is available to students who require assistance because of an iden-
tified learning difficulty. Through this program, students will receive support with
study skills, test writing strategies, organizational strategies, time management,
as well as tutoring in their academic subjects. This is a non-credit program.
